
escorted Chris out of the bar. Tony then made an announcement via a walkie talkie to all the 
bouncers at the doors, "Don't let the white kid in the Indian costume back in". When we 
repeatedly asked why Officer Casey wasn't questioned, the response was "There is no need to do 
that, he's a married man with children, we don't want to upset a family." That Officer put my 
brother on the street without his cell phone, wallet, or house keys which were behind the bar with 
a bartendar. Who is being protected? Who is being served? My brother is dead! If Chris 
was allowed to go home with his friends, the people he went to the bar with, he would be 
alive today. If you were Chris' parents/sister, would you accept this blatant, outrageous 
injustice? 

Chris was a leader. He was the embodiment of how a citizen should be: caring, genuine, ethical, 
a contributor, the guy his friends called when they needed help. He loved the city of Mpls. and 
the state of MN. He represented what is good and right in the world and he did not deserve this 
treatment. Our family did not deserve 4+ years of fighting for law enforcement to do the right 
thing. 

Chief Dolan reopened Chris's case. Chief Dolan and Tim O'Malley are the only leaders we 
found in the entire state. Though my parents even contacted Governor Pawlenty & followed the 
entire process, they never even received a single phone call, email message, nothing from Tim 
Pawlenty. Yet their son was murdered in Governor Pawlenty's backyard. My parents' large 
Catholic families have supported the State ofMN for over a century, and this is what they 
received. 

There have always been numerous things wrong with this case. It has become even clearer over 
the past year that Chris's death was not accidental. A young man is dead, that will not change. 
A family has been treated horribly by a system that was put in place to save lives and seek 
justice. Who is being protected? Who is being served? Had my parents not clawed, dug, 
investigated, questioned, and kept fighting, I'm confident this case would still be closed. Chris's 
murderers are still walking the streets. These are murderers who have killed before, gotten away 
with it, and there is nothing preventing them from continuing to do so. If Jaramy Alford is one 
of the people who viciously murdered Chris, he did kill again. What if this was your son, 
daughter, grandchild, close friend? What is being done is WRONG. I'm having a hard time 
finding any people in political positions who care enough to take action in what has happened to 
a U of MN student athlete and his family. You were chosen for your position by the people of 
MN and they deserve for killers to be hunted down. They deserve for this not to happen to 
them. Do you think I would consider sending my daughter to the U of MN while murderers are 
allowed to smugly walk the streets? Christopher Jenkins was the victim of a violent crime in 
Minneapolis. 

You have the ability to do the right thing. I don't know everything that is on your plate, but I 
know first hand how the mental, physical, and financial strain this obvious disregard for the truth 
has directly impacted my family. All I ask you to do is look at the facts and then follow your 
heart. We've done it for 5 years and it has led us to the truth every time.
